
BAI Access Rules Public Consultation
The Broadcasting Authority of Ireland (“the BAI”) has prepared draft 
Access Rules and is now seeking submissions as part of a public 
consultation process.

The Access Rules specify the levels of subtitling, sign language and audio 
description to be broadcast on certain television services that are within 
the jurisdiction of the Republic of Ireland. The Access Rules have been in 
place since 2005 and are reviewed every two years, as required by section 
43(6) of the Broadcasting Act 2009. The Access Rules were last reviewed 
in 2012.

The draft Access Rules are now available for inspection and the Authority 
will have regard to any submissions made to it, prior to finalising the 
Rules.

Awards Committee of the Broadcasting Authority of Ireland (“the BAI”) hereby invites 
applications in writing from any person or body interested in securing a community sound 
broadcasting contract for the provision of the following sound broadcasting service on the 
FM band: 

Special Interest Community Sound Broadcasting Service for Dublin City 

Programming on the service should be primarily talk-based with a community focus and 
address the interests of, and seek to provide a social benefi t to, people in the Dublin City 
area. The service should be non-profi t-maximising and should provide for, and support, 
access by individuals and groups living in the franchise area. The service should also add to 
the diversity of programming available in the franchise area.
Attention is drawn to the relevant criteria laid down in Section 64 and Section 66 of the 
2009 Act and to the duties that will be imposed on successful applicants under the various 
provisions of the 2009 Act. 
Applications must be completed in accordance with the detailed format prescribed in the 
BAI’s Guide to Submissions for the Provision of a Special Interest Community Sound 
Broadcasting Service for Dublin City, November 2015 (“the Guide”). The Guide, which also 
contains other relevant information in respect of the application procedure, is available on the 
BAI’s web site (www.bai.ie) or on request from the Authority’s offi ces (email licensing@bai.ie 
or call 01 644 1200). 

The closing date for receipt of applications is 12 noon on Wednesday, 11th February 2016.
