the award of the Contract, and to deposit the sum of €25,000 with the BAI by Tuesday, 19th
January 2016. Such deposit is refundable, if an application for the award of the Contract is
subsequently submitted to the BAI, in accordance with section 65 of the Act.

The written submission must be completed in accordance with the format set out in the
“Guide to Submissions: Statement of Intent’ document in respect of the Quasi-national
speech/news service, which is available on the BAI's website, or, on request from the BAl's
offices (email: licensing@bai.ie or call 01 644 1200).

Please note that a submission of a Statement of Intent in response to this notice will not be
regarded as an application for the Contract. An invitation to apply for the award of the Contract
in accordance with section 65(8) of the Act will be issued separately, should the BAI consider
it appropriate to do so. Such an invitation, if issued, will be for a Contract for a Quasi-national
speech/news sound broadcasting service for a period of ten (10) years, to commence from the
25th September 2016.
